3.0 Constituent Reports
Student Representative Report


Ms. Mary Walsh announced to the Board that this would be her last official Board meeting with the conclusion of her term at the end of April.  


She took this opportunity to express her thanks to the Board for their commitment to the following initiatives; the student residence, the Ford Centre of Excellence in Manufacturing and the student centre and its latest expansion.  Ms. Walsh acknowledged the fantastic progress that she has seen during her time at the College and again thanked the Board members, past and present for their contributions.


In return, Mr. Wickett, on behalf of the Board, thanked Ms. Walsh for her dedication, as SRC President, to the Students at the College as well as the wonderful working relationships she has cultivated with management, staff and the Board and wished her well in all her future endeavours.
Faculty Observer Report 

Ms. Cross addressed the Board noting that this was her first Board meeting since the faculty strike.  She announced that the faculty were extremely pleased to be back in their respective classrooms.
3.1 Advertising Presentation

Mr. Gordon Oglan, faculty member in the Advertising program was introduced to the Board by the Acting Vice-President, Academic.  Ms. Di Simone noted that this was Mr. Oglan’s, (a relatively new faculty member at the College) first Board meeting.
Mr. Oglan began his presentation by saying that out of 2500 entries in the competition, two of our 3rd year students, Ron Kosan and Meighan Bondy, representing the Advertising and Graphic Design programs, were selected as finalists in the Marketing Awards Student Advertising Competition. We were the only college entered in the competition and invited to attend the gala presentation on March 30th in Toronto, where the Winners of Gold, Silver or Bronze were announced. 
There were approximately 2000 people in attendance at the gala from all areas of Advertising across the country including clients, agencies and other industry people.  The St. Clair College team had five of its projects on display at the gala where winning teams received cash amounts of $1,500.00, $1,000.00 and $500.00.  Mr. Oglan showed the Board a copy of Marketing Magazine where the winning team's work was published.  Marketing Magazine has a readership country-wide.  


The Marketing show is one of the most prestigious shows showcasing Creative work in Advertising in the country. Winning awards in this show goes a long way in establishing an Ad Agency’s reputation in the industry to potential clients and their peers.  This type of national exposure can only increase our College’s profile and get the name of St. Clair College into the minds of marketing and advertising executives across Canada.  Mr. Oglan’s enthusiasm and pride in the students was very evident in his presentation and the Board congratulated him and the students for their accomplishments at such a prestigious event.

Ms. Di Simone also thanked Mr. Oglan and the advertising and graphic design faculty who take these students, with raw skill sets and impart the skills that allow them to achieve at such a high level of quality.  This speaks volumes to the quality of our faculty, remarked Ms. Di Simone.

Monitoring Report

Budget Status Update
Ms. Harris introduced Mr. Farah to apprise the Board of the progress made to date pertaining to the 2006-2007 Financial Plan. 

A copy of the 2006-2007 Financial Plan Monitoring Report is attached to the Minutes as Item 4.1
In his brief presentation, Mr. Farah made the following comments; (a) There have been no funding announcements from the Ministry to date and in a meeting with the Ministry in early April, according to Mr. Farah, the colleges were directed to go forward with the figures from last year in developing the budget.  (b) There is no further information pertaining to the anticipated corridor funding announcement.  (c) When surveyed, twelve college senior financial officers responded that their final budgets, originally scheduled for April 26, 2006, were being deferred for Board approval until May.  (d) Pertaining to the auditors, Mr. Farah added, the 05/06 Budget audit target is on track. (e) The salary implications on the budget coming out of the faculty strike have yet to be determined noted Mr. Farah.
This concluded the CFO’s Board update and he invited questions from the Board members.  In response to a member’s question pertaining to the consolidation of the budget, Mr. Farah responded that the auditors are going to meet their compressed deadlines.


When asked if any projects the College had initiated had been put on hold due to the delay in the Ministry’s funding announcement, Dr. Strasser responded that all projects were continuing and adjustments would be made at mid-year (October 1).
Having no further questions, a motion to receive the monitoring report was brought forward by a Board member.
